Originally built in 1968 and 1972, the Mach 3 and
Mach 6 High Reynolds Number Facilities played
crucial roles turbulent boundary layer characteristics,
aerodynamic heating, and aerodynamic characteristics
of programs such as NASP, X-24A, and many other
reusable Space Shuttle concepts. These facilities were
mothballed in the mid *90, but with growing renewed
interest in high speed aerodynamics research, these
facilities were resurrected and refurbished.
