Fernando Valley, Ventura County, and Hawaii, sponsors an annual essay scholarship contest for
graduating high school seniors who plan on a career in a STEM field.

For 2023 up to $1300 will be awarded in prizes. The total number and value of the awards will be

determined based on the number of entries. To enter, students must submit a 500-to-600-word essay
on the topic:

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2023 Essay Contest Information and Rules

Purpose: To assist and encourage students planning a career in engineering, mathematics
or science.
Eligibility: High School Seniors who expect to enroll in college for Fall 2023 and major in

science, technology, engineering, or mathematics (STEM). The student must
attend a school in the San Fernando Valley, Ventura County, or Hawaii.

To Enter: Write a 500-to-600-word essay on the topic:
